Certification in Transportation and Logistics (CTL) 

The CTL (Certified in Transportation and Logistics) recognizes professionals who 
demonstrate understanding of the fundamentals of the profession through suc-
cessful completion of three required modules and three optional modules. The 
modules and associated examinations are prepared by a Board of Examiners con-
sisting of Certified Educator Members within ASTL. It is possible for candidates to 
receive waivers on the basis of education. All CTL candidates must be members of 
ASTL and have a bachelor’s degree or three years of professional experience.  
 
Successful candidates are granted the designation "Certified in Transportation and 
Logistics" (CTL). The designation may be used as are professional and educa-
tional designations in other fields such as accounting, insurance, medicine, or law. 
The full expression or its initials (CTL) may be used after someone's name on busi-
ness cards, stationary, or in various media  communications. The CTL credential 
remains valid with active membership in ASTL.
